Chateau Miraval is one of the only estates in Provence to
have its own private valley on the Commune of Correns to
the north of Brignoles. The vineyard covers two appellations:
Coteaux Varois en Provence (at the north-west) and Cdtes
de Provence (at the East of the estate). The vineyard is planted
on a gentle slope (between 5% and 9%) on clay and limestone
soils. The sub-soils are known as Keuper marl. This particular
clay is known to have a low internal surface area and
is particularly adapted to great white varietals.

Pretty pale yellow color with bright green highlights.

This wine is very fresh with a beautiful and racy
elegance.

The nose is delicious and complex, with floral,
y white fruits and sweet spices (lime, plum, peach)
. notes enhanced by a smoky minerality.

Very well-balanced and harmonious, this wine
develops rich and fresh aromas on the palate,
with a tasty and elegant finish.
